Moreover, here the base form "actualize" is used to convey Brandon's belief in his ability to bring his
vision into reality. The past tense form "actualized" would imply that the action has already been
completed, which does not fit the context of the sentence.

Therefore, the correct answer is (b) B.

Sol. The error lies in part C. Here, ‘arrest’ must be changed to ‘arrested’. Note: In the given sentence two
clauses i.e., “Police used a taser to immobilize the combative suspect” and “arrest him once he was no
longer fighting.” are connected with the conjunction ‘and’. According to the

Rule of parallelism all the clauses in a given sentence should be in the same tense. Thus, here ‘used’ and
‘arrested’ should be in same tense.

In the (D) part we can see by the usage of ‘was’ that the correct form of the sentence is past tense.

Sol. The error lies in part B. It has a prepositional error. Here, ‘for’ must be changed to ‘on’. We use ‘on’
to refer a state. Ex: The products available in the store are on sale.

Whereas, ‘for’ is mostly used to show who is intended to have or use something or where something is
intended to be put. Ex: There's a letter for you.

Using the prepositions “into", "by", "in", and "for" with the verb "permeated” in this sentence would be
incorrect because "permeate” already indicates a movement of something through space or substance,
so adding additional prepositions would create redundancy or confusion in the meaning of the
sentence.
