+ clause”.
Example:
- No sooner had | sat down than the phone rang.
- Information booster:
- Hardly/Scarcely ... when and No sooner ... than are the usual pairings:
- Hardly/Scarcely had she left when it started raining.
- No sooner had they finished than the lights went out.

Certain nouns customarily pair with specific light verbs: take/have a bath/shower/rest/break; make a mistake/decision/effort; do homework/chores/business. Using the wrong light verb sounds
unidiomatic.
Example:
- Correct: She took a long bath after the trek.
- Incorrect: She made a long bath...
Info booster:
- More common collocations: take a seat/nap/photo; give a speech/presentation; have breakfast/lunch/dinner; make arrangements/progress/noise.

Detailed explanation of error:

Grammatical rule used: Adverbs of manner modify verbs and typically end with -ly.
Structure: Verb + Adverb of manner (e.g., sing sweetly, speak politely).
Example:
Incorrect: She sang melodic.
Correct: She sang melodically.
Information booster / exceptions:
Some adverbs don’t end in -ly (e.g., fast, hard, late, early, well).
Hard vs hardly: She works hard (intensely) vs She hardly works (scarcely).

- Information booster (exceptions & notes):

Use either the comparative (more + adjective) or the superlative (the + adjective-est / most +
adjective), not both. Here we need a superlative because Mount Everest is one among all peaks: Mount Everest is the highest peak in the world.
Grammatical rule used:
- Superlative degree describes the extreme among three or more: the tallest, the most beautiful.
- Place “the” before superlatives. Do not add more/most to an -est form.
- Example: She is the most intelligent student in the class. / This is the largest lake in the region.
- Information booster:
- Use comparatives for two items (taller than), superlatives for three or more (the tallest).
- With long adjectives (usually >3 syllables), use most for superlatives (the most expensive), never more + -est.

Sol: Option (d) contains an error.

Grammatical rule used: Avoid redundant expressions where the verb already includes the meaning of the adverb (e.g., return back, revert back, repeat again).
Example:
- Incorrect: She reverted back to the old settings.
- Correct: She reverted to the old settings.
Info-booster (common redundancies to avoid): “join together,” “combine together,” “advance planning,” “free gift,” “past history.”

The teacher advised to listen attentively.

Answer: A

Sol: Option (a) contains an error.
Detailed explanation: The verb advise in the pattern advise + to-infinitive typically requires an object before the infinitive: advise someone to do something. The sentence omits the object and is
therefore incomplete. Correct versions include “The teacher advised us to listen attentively.” (object = us), or “The teacher advised listening attentively.” (gerund), or “The teacher advised that we
(should) listen attentively.” (that-clause).
Grammatical rule used:
- Advise + object + to-infinitive (e.g., advise students to read).
- Advise + gerund (e.g., advise reading).
- Advise + that + clause (often with (should)): advise that they (should) be careful.
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Example:

- Incorrect: She advised to leave early.

- Correct: She advised us to leave early. / She advised leaving early. / She advised that we (should) leave early.
Information booster (exceptions/notes):

- After advise, using a to-infinitive without an object is generally incorrect.

- Formal English often uses that + (should) + base verb after advise for recommendations.
