- When you want an infinitive, choose a different verb: He managed to win the prize.

Always check
pronunciation, not spelling.

- Hard vs. hardly: hard (with effort) is the adverb; hardly means “barely,” not “with effort.”
- Late vs. lately: late (adverb: not on time), lately (recently).
- High vs. highly: fly high (adverb of manner), highly (to a high degree: highly skilled).

- Information booster / exceptions: Though “comprised of” appears in informal usage, many style guides (e.g., formal academic or exam contexts) still flag it as incorrect; prefer “comprises” or “is
composed of.”
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
