- Adult intervention follows in S (“Some teachers came out of the staff room") responding to the commotion.
- Finally, R ("A peon chased it away") provides the action that resolves the disturbance, neatly leading to 6 (“Order was soon restored”).
- Other orders either disrupt cause-effect flow (e.g., children running before the dog barks) or delay the resolution action until after order is restored.

Explain the rules of conversion in detail.
- Reported speech: She said that she was going to the market.
- To change to Direct Speech, remove the conjunction that, restore the original tense (backshift reversal), and adjust pronouns to keep the speaker’s point of view.
- “was going” (Past Continuous) in indirect typically comes from “am going” (Present Continuous) when the speaker is the same person ("She” — “I").

- Hence, the direct version becomes: She said, “I am going to the market.” (Note: proper punctuation requires a closing quotation mark and a period inside the quotes.)
Why other options are incorrect:

- (a) I have gone (Present Perfect) # meaning of “was going” (ongoing action).
- (¢) I will go (Future) changes the time reference.
- (d) I was going (Past Continuous) would reflect an already past ongoing action in direct speech; here the original sense is present-time intention.

- Standard backshift rule (when the reporting verb is in the past and the reported situation is placed further back in time or is no longer true at the time of reporting): Past Simple — Past Perfect.
- Therefore, "I was tired” correctly becomes “she had been tired.” This shows a state prior to the time of reporting and is the safest, exam-preferred transformation for a completed past state.
Rules of conversion in detail:
1. Remove quotation marks and introduce a that-clause after the reporting verb (She said that ...).
2. Pronoun change: | — she (according to the speaker).
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3. Tense backshift (past reporting verb): Past Simple — Past Perfect.
4. Punctuation: Use a full stop in reported speech (the “!" in the option is to be ignored).
Why other options are incorrect:

- (a) will be (future) — changes the time reference; not supported by the original.
- (b) was — Some boards allow past — past when the time frame remains the same; however, under strict backshift with a past reporting verb and a completed past state, Past Perfect (“had been”) is

preferred and more accurate for exams.

- (c) is (present) — incorrect; reporting shifts should not move a past state to the present.

Example (backshift):

- Direct: He said, "l was ill.”

- Indirect (strict backshift): He said that he had been ill.

Information booster (when past can stay past):

- If the reported fact is a general/ever-true fact or the time relationship is still valid at reporting, past may remain past. But for exam precision with finished past states, use Past Perfect.

Grammatical rule used:

- Simple Past (negative/interrogative): did + not + base verb (no -s/-ed on main verb).

- Agreement is carried by the auxiliary did, not by the main verb.

- Example: She did not go to the market yesterday. / Did they finish the work?

- Information booster: Common exam traps: “did not went,” “did not knew,” “did not saw” — all incorrect. Always revert to base form: go, know, see.
- Why other options are incorrect:

- (@) knows — present simple; also wrong form after did not.

- (c) knowing — participle/gerund; incorrect here.

- (d) knews — non-existent form; "knew"” is past of know, never takes -s.
